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facets of Cioran’s thought. Yet ultimately Bollon fails to address Cioran’s
writings in the critically disinterested fashion which serious scholarship
demands. Instead he merely demonstrates an enthusiastic devotion to the
Master’s cult — a most unCioran-like stance.
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
